Husson's New Emergency Warning System
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I’'m sure by now most of you
have noticed the huge speak-
er system that’s protruding
from the Peabody Hall roof
just above the campus cen-
ter, and many of you may
be wondering just what it is.

What you are seeing is Hus-
son’s new Emergency Warn-
ing System (EWS) developed
by Acoustic Technology,
Inc. (ATI Systems) out of
East Boston, Massachusetts.

The project, which was ap-
proved by Dean John Rubino,
President Bill Beardslev and

the Board of Trustees, started
several months ago with a
site survey and acoustic de-
sign by different competitive
companies who provided
Husson with bid proposals.

ATI Systems, which was
awarded the bid, partnered
with Hampden Electric
who started the construc-
tion and installation two
weeks ago, and the system
should be complete and
functioning by December 1.

When fully functional, the
EWS will add yet another

level of emergency notifica-

tion to the Husson commu-
nity. It will be programmed
with preset recorded mes-
sages that can be broadcast
in 360 degrees across campus
via the four high powered

speakers on Peabody Hall.
Each preset message will
be preceded by a different
audible alert and will be re-
peated three times. Depend-
ing on the level of the emer-
gency, further instructions
will be provided via Husson’s
Emergency Mass Notifica-
tion System (e2Campus). If

needed, the EWS can also

function as a manually oper-
ated public address system.

This system was installed
with the hope that we will
never have the occasion to use
it. However, it is another indi-
cation of Hussons Universi-
ty’s commitment to the safety
and security of all of its stu-
dents and those who are here
in support of those students.

The EWS is not a replace-
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men! for e2Campus, to the
contiary. It is meant to com-
plim:nt and to add more
pow¢r to our mass notifica-
tion system, which has also
unde¢ rgone some updates this
year. If you have not already
subs: ribed to the e2Campus
syste n, we would encourage
you ' 0 go to www.e2campus.
